Plot Overview

Characters

Part 1: The Gravedigger’s Handbook. Liesel, her mother and brother are travelling through Nazi Germany
on a train to her new foster parents. Her brother dies. It is the first time she steals a book and meets Death.
She starts her new life with the Hubermanns but struggles with nightmares.

Part 2: The Shoulder Shrug. She has settled into her new life and studies well but still has nightmares.
Liesel writes to her mother but gets no reply. Hitler Youth is in full force along with Nazi propaganda and
during the book burning celebration for Hitler's birthday, Liesel steals her second book, watched by the
Mayor's wife.

Part 3: Mein Kampf. Liesel shows her book to Hans and realises she was seen by Isla Hermann, who
instead of punishing her, invites her into her library. She finds out they lost a child in WW1. Food is scarce
and the children are always hungry. We are also infroduced to Max Vandenberg who is begins hiding in
Stuttgart and ends having made his journey to the Hubermann home.

Part 4: The Standover Man. We are shown a flashback of Hans in WW1 with Max's father with whom he
was great friends. He has his accordion they played together before his death. He vows to take in the
Jewish Max but he tells Liesel it must be kept a secret. Max lives in the basement. He replaces the pages in
Mein Kampf with The Standover Man for Liesel.

Part 5: The Whistler. Death tells us Rudy will die soon. Max improves and the friendship between him and
Liesel grows. Rosa loses work as times get hard. Rudy struggles with his role in Hitler Youth. He remains
loyal to Liesel.

Part 6: The Dream Carrier. Max becomes ill and loses consciousness despite Liesel's attempts to revive
him by bringing him presents. Liesel steals a book from Isla’s library to read to Max and he wakes up. The
Nazi Party are checking basements and Liesel manages to warn Hans before they arrive and find Max.
Part 7: The Complete Duden Dictionary and Thesaurus. The town prepares for air raids and Hans has
work painting black over windows. Rudy completes in the carnival and Liesel, when stealing another book
finds a letter from Isla. A raid happens. A convoy carrying Jews to the concentration camps stops and
parade through the town. Max leaves. The Gestapo arrive and take Rudy.

Part 8: The Word Shaker. Rudy is wanted for his athleticism but his parents refuse to let him go. Hans and
Alex (Rudy'’s father) are both enlisted and sent to war. Back home, the Jewish parades continue and Liesel
is given a book by Rosa from Max- The Word Shaker.

Part 9: The Last Human Stranger. Rudy and Liesel take another book from the library and find cookies.
Michael Holtzapfl (a local) has returned from war injured and his brother dead. Hans is injured and returned
home. There is no information about Rudy’s father which makes him angry.

Part 10: The Book Thief. Death states Himmel street will be bombed and many will die. Liesel sees Max in
one and as a result they are both punished. Liesel realises she loves Rudy. Isla gives Liesel a book to write
her story in- this is what she is doing in the basement when the bomb hits. She is pulled from the rubble and
Death rescues her book.

Liesel Meminger- The protagonist. An angry and
isolated child who develops and grows as the story
progresses.

Death- The narrator. Witty with a dark sense of
humour. By the end, very reflective about the
amount of souls he collects during the war.

Hans Hubermann- Liesel's foster father. A kind
man with a strong sense of right and wrong.

Rosa Hubermann- Liesel's foster mother. A caring
woman with a tough exterior.

Ruby Steiner- Liesel’s best friend who is also in
love with her.

Max Vandenberg- The Jewish lodger. He is angry
at Hitler and the situation. He is close to Liesel
having many similar experiences.

Author: Markus Zusak is an Australian writer with German and Austrian
roots. He was born in 1976 and published his first book in 1999. He
writes for children and adults and has won many awards. His most
famous book to date in the historical fiction book, The Book Thief. He
grew up listening to his parents’ stories of their childhoods in Vienna and
Munich during World War II. One story his mother often told was about
watching a group of Jews being marched down the street on their way to
the concentration camp in Dachau and someone trying to help them. It is
this memory from his mother that inspired him for the book.

Society: Zusak wanted to write in a way that was sympathetic to
Germans during the Nazi regime and show that not all of them supported
Hitler or believed what he stood for. The book begins in 1939, after Hitler
had been ruler of Germany for years but just before the start of WWII.

War: The Book Thief is set in Germany during World War Il and the time
of the Holocaust, where six million Jews were killed. The leader of the
Nazi party, Adolf Hitler, rose to national power in 1934 and started
enforcing his anti-Semitic policies and German aggression, which led to
World War 1. Some of the events that directly affect the story are the
invasion of the Soviet Union by Germany in 1941 and the Allied fire-
bombings of Munich, Stuttgart, and the fictional town of Molching in 1942
and 1943.

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Year 9 Cycle 2: Dark Tourism

Dark tourism- tourism that involves travelling to places
associated with death and suffering.

The Chernobyl accident in 1986 was the result of a
flawed reactor design that was operated with
inadequately trained personnel.

The resulting steam explosion and fires released at
least 5% of the radioactive reactor core into the
environment,.

Two Chernobyl plant workers died due to the
explosion on the night of the accident, and a further
28 people died within a few weeks as a result of
radiation syndrome (radiation poisoning).

The United Nations Scientific Committee on the
Effects of Atomic Radiation has concluded that,
apart from some 5000 thyroid cancers (resulting in
15 fatalities), "there is no evidence of a major public
health impact attributable to radiation exposure 20
years after the accident.”

Some 350,000 people were evacuated as a result of
the accident, but resettlement of areas from which
people were relocated is ongoing.

To this day, more than 7,000 people live and work in
and around the plant, and a much smaller number
have returned to the surrounding villages, despite
the risks.

Week 1-2: Jewish Life before the Holocaust
The Nazis did not invent anti-Semitism:

- Jews were persecufed in the Middle Ages for religious reasons.
« In England, all Jews were expelled in 1290.
« In many European countries Jews were blamed for spreading the
« Black Death. In towns they were usually confined to certain
areas—gheftos and subject fo restrictions such as curfews.

Week 3: Defining the Holocaust

The ferm ‘The Holocaust' refers to the systematic murder
of 6 million Jews by Nazi Germany and their
collaborators.

The word literally means ‘burnt sacrifice’ — some Jewish
people prefer the word ‘Shoah’

Though ‘The Holocaust' refers only fo the kiling of the
Jews, many other minorities were targeted and
persecufed.

This includes Roma and Sinti, homosexuals, communists,
disabled people and Eastern Europeans. The total
number of those murdered by the Nazis is around 11-12
million people.

Over the 1930s, the Nazis slowly
infroduced more restrictions fo Jewish
life. They intended fo alienate them

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Weeks 6-7: Responses to the Holocaust

The people of Germany and the occupied countries, both Jewish and
non-Jewish, had fo decide whether fo be bystanders, perpetrators or
resisters.

Resistance included armed fighting, such as in the Warsaw Ghetto and
the Jewish partisans, but could also include hiding people from the
Nazis, spreading propaganda against them, or even keeping your

culfure alive fo resist being dehumanised.

However, some people collaborated and were persecutors. Some may
have done this because they agreed with the Nazis, while others may
have done it out of fear or fo improve their own lives — for example, by

taking a job driving the trains fo Auschwitz.

However, most people were bystanders — meaning they saw what was
happening but didn't act.

Between 1975 and 1979, a
communist political group called
the Khmer Rouge killed between 1.5
and 3 million people: nearly V% of
Cambodians.

What is philosophy and ethics?

Plato's Cave

Philosophy can be defined as
critical thinking about almost
anything.

The topics in Philosophy are the
study of knowledge, reality,
right and wrong, and meaning.
Philosophers use logic and
arguments to prove their ideas
Ethics is a topic in philosophy and
is critical thinking about right
and wrong, good and bad.
Ethical questions include:

-Is capital punishment wrong?
-Is cating meat right?

The Cave tells us to imagine a dark,
large cave, connected to the
outside world by a long passage. In
the cave, with their backs to the
entrance, is a row of prisoners,
with their hands tied down, unable
o move. Behind them is a bright
fire. People move to and for,
behind them, all day, so that their
shadows are projected onto the
wall of the cave and voices are
echoed. Plato says that all the
prisoners ever experience in their
reality are the shadows and their
echoes, this is their reality.

William Paley (1743 - 1805)
argued that the complexity of
the world suggests there is

a purpose to it. This suggests
there must be a designer, which
he said is God.

Paley used a watch to illustrate
his point. If he came across a

mechanical watch on the ground,

he would assume that its many
complex parts fitted together
for a punpose and that it had
not come into existence by
chance. There must be a
watchmaker.

Political Philosophy: The role of

Utilitarianism

The history of philosophy has
been dominated by competing
arguments around the ideas of
Free Will and Determinism,
Simply stated, the issue hangs on
whether human beings should be
thought of as fundamentally free
to choose their actions and mould
their lives - or whether they
should be deemed as being at
heart determined by forces
beyond their control, be they
fate, biology, politics or class.
The debate has been long-running
and hugely vicious. T+ began in
Ancient Greece, was picked up by
the Romans, dominated Christian
philosophy and rumbles on to this
day among philosophers,

psychologists and neuroscientists.

Thomas Hobbes thought humans
need a streng government -strong
laws protect people from
themselves and each other.
He thought humans were naturally
selfish. He said that government
was a social contract: people gave
up their freedoms and allowed
themselves to be controlled in
return for their own safety from
their neighbours.
J3.5.Mill thought adults should be
free to do whatever they like so
long as o one else is damaged in
the process.
Even if we make mistakes and harm
ourselves, we can learn from
mistakes if we are free.
So government should not tell us
what we can and cant say, and only
interfere with our lives when our
actions cause others to suffer
harm, but ot offence.

Situation Ethics

In situation ethics, right and
wrong depend upon the
situation.

Situation ethics rejects
‘prefabricated decisions and
prescriptive rules’

guidelines rather than absolute

rules, and be taken on a case by
case basis.
