The Inspector then mentions that the girl changed
her name to Daisy Renton. Sheila realises, from Gerald’s expression, that
he knows this name. Sheila privately accuses Gerald of having had an
affair with Daisy which he admits to.

Act Two: The Inspector questions Gerald about Daisy. Gerald admits to
the affair in front of Sheila, her parents and then he leaves. The Inspector
moves on to Sybil, who says that she, as director of a charity, refused
assistance to a pregnant woman. The Inspector tells them that the girl
was Eva. Sybil says she feels no regret as Eva had claimed she was
pregnant but, was not married to the child’s father. Sybil blames the
unnamed father for the situation, and for Eva’s suicide. Sheila and Arthur
tell Sybil to stop talking.

Act Three: Eric admits to a relationship with Eva and that he was the
father of Eva’s child. The Inspector demonstrates that each member of
the Birling family, and Gerald, has played a part in Eva/Daisy’s suicide,
and that all should consider themselves guilty.
