One', also known as the Ultimate
Reality. Hindus believe that Brahman is
eternal and everywhere at once.

Brahman fakes many forms. Especially three forms
called the Trimurti.

Brahma s the creator of the world and all creatures.
He is usually shown with four heads.

Vishnu is the preserver of the world. His role is to

Shiva is the destroyer of the universe. Shiva destroys

Mountains and caves are very significant in
Hinduism, as they appear stories of many of
the religion’s deities and holy followers.
Mandirs like this boast seven spires, or
shikhars, fo resemble peaks in the Himalayas,
which are designed to encourage worshippers
to direct their gaze towards the heavens.

Tnside the mandir, there are many statues and
pictures representing the Hindus gods.

The bell is rung at the start of puja
to let God know worship s about To
start. The light is moved around the
shrine symbolising the presence of
their god.

Hindus fraditionally welcomed guests

They clean themselves for God.

The Caste system is the hierarchy, or
the order of powerful people in the
Hindu religion. The Brahmins are the
teachers and priests and seen as the
most important people.

Kshatriyas are the warriors and
leaders and come next. Vaishyas are
the merchants, fraders and farmers.
Shudras are manual workers and
labourers. Dalits are excluded from
the Caste system and seen as
untouchable.

People like Gandhi challenged the Caste.
system as being oo rigid, and even
cruel and unfair. Movement between
castes was extremely difficult, if not
impossible in some cases.

Diwali is a holy time for Hindus. It is called the Festival
of LIGHTS. It is also the Hindu New year. The
festival celebrates the victory of good over evil, of
light over darkness.

The main story that celebrates Good over evil is the
legend of Prince Rama's and Sifa's return afer
defeating the demon Ravana.

A spring festival, usually celebrated in March, Hol
remembers the legend of Holika and Prahalad.
Distinctions of caste, class, age, and gender are
suspended during Holi. A very exuberant festival, with
dancing, singing, and throwing of paint Holi features
gender rivalry, with contests between men and women,
and public flirting

Bonfires are lit during Holi, and food of ferings are
roasted

There are nearly 1 million Hindus living in the
UK today with nearly half living in London. And
over 90% feel they have a strong sense of
British identity. Most Hindus take part in key
events, called sanskaras, such as a baby's
‘mundan (head shaving ceremony), naam karan
or naming ceremony, vivach sanskar
(marriage), and antyeshti or anfyim sanskar
(last rifes).

Hindus are more likely to be married (60.8%)
than the general population (43.6%), and less
likely to be divorced (2.7% compared with
81%)
